Introduction
SmartPly Europe DAC is situated at Belview Port, near Waterford city and has produced Oriented Strand Board (OSB) since 1996 for a range of structural applications including flooring, wall sheathing, roofing, hoarding, furniture and packaging. OSB is a strong, durable wood panel which is increasingly used throughout Europe in the Offsite construction sector. It is manufactured by compressing precisely engineered strands of wood with gluing resins at high temperature to create a strong and versatile panel. It is an innovative, environmentally sustainable timber-based solution for structural and non-structural building applications. SmartPly are a leading supplier of premium OSB products in Europe.

2. 
Scope of Works 
SmartPly Europe DAC are requesting tender proposals for site surface water installation upgrades. The aim is to ultimately improve its current site surface water quality collection system and to ensure that it will be suitable for the proposed expansion of the site to 30ha. Smartply have engaged with WEW Consulting Engineers to look at design proposals for this project and these documents are available for your perusal. The successful contractor will be requested to supply and install the upgrades into 3 distinct sections as outlined in the attached schematics. There is scope in this tender proposal to include value engineering (VE) i.e., redesigning aspects to enhance performance and possibly reduce cost. Any VE proposals will have to be clearly identified and explained in the tender proposal package.    
The surface water upgrades will consist of three different installations:

1. Settling tank inlet splitter arrangement (drawing 383-403)
2. Inlet pit screen (drawing 383-404)
3. Floating decanter (drawing 383-405)

1. Settling tank inlet splitter arrangement
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To facilitate a consistent flow of 5-20m3/hr through one of the settling tanks at a given time, this splitter arrangement has been designed. The concept relies on the size of the slot and the height of the interchangeable hand stops. 
The 50x90mm slot will allow approximately 11m3/hr to pass through to the “Duty” settling tank. The adjustable plate should allow the slot size to be reduced to 50x50mm. If the upstream flow is greater than 11m3/hr, the water level will rise above 270mm and start to flow into the “Standby” settling tank. This overflow is designed to facilitate flows of approximately 300m3/hr. This will increase the depth of water upstream and therefore the flow through the 50x90mm slot will increase to approximately 20m3/hr. Flows greater than this are considered storm flows and will overflow both weirs. 
For the design to work as outlined the taller hand stop with the slot must be 400mm high from the bottom of the chamber with a 50x90mm slot at the bottom. The other hand stop must be 270mm and form a good seal at the bottom of the chamber. Both hand stops must be at least 1m wide. 

The hand stop must be removable and interchangeable to allow the operator to change which setting tank is the duty tank. 
The drawing is based on HDPE hand stops supplied by Waterfront Fluid Controls Ltd. Other suppliers are acceptable. 2No handles would be preferred. The height of the handle should be below the existing grid of the chamber. 
Anchor bolts and waterproof sealant are suitable to attach the mounting set, frame, and dividing wall to the concrete chamber. All wetted materials shall be Stainless Steel 304 or resistant to rust.

2. Inlet pit screen
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To aid in removing solids from the surface water network it is proposed to install a below ground screen upstream of Silt Trap 3. 
The concept is to divert flow from the existing surface water drain, through a 3mm wedgewire screen and then allow the screen water to flow back to the existing surface water drain. The screen pit is designed to be emptied by a mini wheel loader with digging attachment, mini digger or back actor on a digger with a grading bucket. 
The yard area where the screen will be located is hardcore and slopes down to the existing concrete drain. Excavations and new concrete will be required to tie in the 2No 300mm pipes to the drain. The client has plans to pour a new concrete slab on this yard area and the client will advise whether this larger slab forms part of these works or not. 
A 300mm tall, stainless-steel weir shall be fitted to the existing drain to divert flow to the pit screen. 
The screen shall be a flat, stainless steel, wedgewire screen, with a 34SB profile (or similar) and 3mm slot size. A protective frame shall be included on all 4 sides. The screen shall be removable so a slot shall be constructed on 3No sides of the pit screen using stainless steel 50mm angle or similar. The screen shall be fitted with 2No handles on the top for removal. Hall Pyke supply custom wedgewire screen as described, other suppliers are acceptable. 
Steps shall be included on the clean water side of the screen for access. A safety handrail shall be included.
3. Floating decanter
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The purpose of the floating decanter is to continuously discharge surface water from the duty setting tank at a rate equal to the inlet flow. The existing overflow weir can do this but due to the nature of the business onsite, fine woody material ends up in the settling tank and can float over the weir. The decanter should be designed to discharge water 500mm below the surface and should not discharge water from the bottom 700mm as this will contain settled solids. 

The drawing provided shows a decanter supplied by EWFM as their standard offering. Other suppliers are acceptable. As part of these works 2No decanters will be installed one for each settling pond. 
The pipe size shall be DN 150, material requirements shall be stainless steel, flowrate shall be <50m3/hr. The dimensions of the settling tank are approximately 30m x 40m with sloped sides. The max liquid level is 3.2m, minimum liquid level shall be ~700mm and distance between liquid level and decanter inlet shall be at least 500mm and not more than 750mm.

The decanter will be fitted to newly installed DN150 PN16 SS pipework. The existing pipework could not be survey extensively, however it appears to be 150mm PVC. The pipe work should be assumed to be broken at the wall of the tank. The current proposal shown in the drawing is to remove enough concrete (assume 1000mmx1000mm) to expose a suitable section of the 150mm pipe to allow a Viking Johnson (VJ) coupling to be installed. The VJ shall connect the existing PVC pipe to new SS pipework. The VJ shall then be cast in concrete (assume 1m3). 

The DN150 pipework shall include 2No SS gate valves with extended handles to allow operation from the existing walkway. Universal joints and supports may be necessary. One valve will be located on a tee piece to act as the low-level outlet when the tank needs to be drained. The second will be used for flow control and isolation of the decanter outlet. SS pipe supports may be attached to the floor of the settling tank with anchor bolts.
The offers will include all provision, supply, installation and commissioning of these upgrades.
