The $G opened the meeting by welcoming Ms. Jupp and Ms. Hurley and outlining that he
conducts a yearly meeting with all State Bodies to establish that corporate governance is
ohserved and to be updated on strategic planning and other pertinent matters.

Coillte confirmed compliance with the Code of Practice.

Coillte confirmed that an anti-fraud policy is in place with no significant
incidents to report. They are reviewing the policy on foot of an incident
where fraud was attempted but prevented by bank.

Following the SIP, a series of BAU (regional) Forest Management Plans
will be developed over a & - 10 year period, which are required to satisfy
FSC/PEFC certification requirements and which are also used for further
public consultation,
Foliowing the BAU Forest Management Plans, a 3 Year Tactical Plan,
which is a rolling plan (i.e. an additional year is added every year) that

identifies specific operational activities (roads, harvesting, reforestation,
etc), which forms the basis of Licence Applications to DAFM.
Following the 3 Year Tactical Plan, Coillte will have an annual Operational
Pian, which develops a more detailed production plan, determining the
time of operation, contractor, environmental and safety controls, etc.

¢ Afforestation
Coillte advised that land availability and suitabitity for afforestation is a
challenge — referred to the Department’s ongoing Land Use Review.
DAFM noted that under the current Forestry Programme Caillte has
access to both grants and 15 year premiums, as is the case for all public
bodies.
Coillte advised that The Nature Trust and ISFF are their primary vehicles
for delivering afforestation, and acknowledged that the ambitious targets
in FESLUP — 100,000 ha by 2050, will be difficult to achieve.
Coillte have reached out to the farm bodies and ca-ops but will little
success.
